On 13 July, postgraduate researchers, early career researchers and subject section co-convenors from the SLS Labour Law, Public Law, Human Rights and Migration and Asylum subject sections gathered for the first crosscutting collaborative workshop at the University of Bristol. Organised by Philippa Collins and Natalie Sedacca, the event provided an opportunity for a diverse group of junior researchers, some with little or no prior experience in external conference presentations, to share their work in an informal and supportive environment and network with peers. After receiving 40 submissions, the convenors across subject areas selected 15 excellent abstracts. The workshop featured research presentations on wide ranging topics in four thematic panels: migration, exclusion and human rights; work, family and exploitation; socio-economic rights and equality; and international and theoretical approaches. There was a lively discussion in each session, with questions from convenors with expertise in each area as well as participants. 
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
