With the support of the SLS, the Just Transition Hub, University of Dundee, held the international, interdisciplinary conference “Just Transition, Security and Law” on May 18 and 19, at Malmaison Dundee. The conference brought scholars from across disciplines and practitioners together to discuss the different intersections between just transition, security, and law. The conference opened with a keynote talk by Dr Ameena Camps Research Analyst at Zero Waste Scotland and Commissioner for Just Transition Commission, Scotland. Over thirty papers were presented by scholars from the UK, US, Indonesia, Poland, India, Germany, France, Brazil, and Colombia. A roundtable on challenges for education and research was organised to promote a reflection about challenges that researchers and educators face in tackling and enabling, a just transition. With two dedicated panels, the conference gave voice to young scholars, and with a panel specially designed with Zero Waste Scotland, it promoted the dialogue between civil society organisations and academics.
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
