On 22 February 2024, the Family Law Section hosted a one-day conference at City Law School, University of London, entitled: The CPA and GRA at 20: Diverging Pasts, Contentious Presents and Uncertain Futures. The conference was organised by Peter Dunne (Bristol), Alexander Maine (City) and Flora Renz (Kent). It was available to members both in-person and online. 
The event brought together scholars from across the United Kingdom – marking the twentieth anniversary of two landmark statutes in family law: the Civil Partnership Act 2004 and the Gender Recognition Act 2004. Through a series of panel discussions and roundtable conversations, the conference explored the complex history of both laws, and sought to better understand their different legal and political evolutions over the past two decades. Baroness Ruth Hunt of Bethnal Green began proceedings with a keynote address. 
A special issue arising from the conference will be published in the Journal of Social Welfare and Family Law in 2025. 
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
