A workshop was held on 9 April 2024 at Brunel university to commemorate the life and scholarship of Prof Patrick Polden. Prof Polden was a leading legal historian who published extensively in the field of legal history. This event celebrated Prof Polden’s contribution to the legal academy. Former colleagues and collaborators, all leading scholars in the field, were invited to present papers.
